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SCHOLARSHIP TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Scholarships are stipends awarded to a student, enrolled at a CRCSI university, to assist the conduct of the award being gained. They include “full” and “top-up” and are administered within a CRCSI program or project.
Introduction 

PhD, Masters and other scholarships may be nominated by a project leader and included in the annual budget for that project. 

In addition, Top-up Scholarships may be applied for at any time, and are sometimes advertised around October for commencement in the following year.  Honours / Summer-school Scholarships are also considered from time to time.
All scholarships are available to qualified applicants on a competitive basis, and government and 43pl organisations are encouraged to apply for current employees who aim to undertake coursework and/or research while on some form of study leave from their employer.

Scholarship Conditions

1. As at 2011, and subject to change, the levels of full scholarships to the CRCSI project/program are $36,000 pa, and top-ups are $10,000, inclusive of project and other costs. A stipend from this amount will be offered to the successful student
2. CRCSI supports enrolment in PhD and some Masters degrees
 through its Research and Education College universities: see the list at http://www.crcsi.com.au/Partners  

3. Scholarships are generally tax free and HECS exempt 
4. Periods of study already undertaken towards the degree will generally be deducted from the period of tenure and scholarship
5. Each scholarship holder may be required to undertake placement in the end-user community for several months during the period
6. The CRCSI supports scholarships at a premium level, equivalent to at least Australia Postgraduate Award (Industry) equivalent stipends. Scholarship top-ups, operational funds or a combination of these are also offered. 

7. Funding is available for PhDs for three years and Masters by research for up to two years depending on the university course being undertaken, with extensions of 6 months on the basis of extenuating circumstances only [which includes placements referred to at item 5]
8. The scholarships can only be used stipends for eligible students and not for tuition fees
9. With a large array of partner agencies involved in SI research, CRCSI offers students direct contact with researchers in multidisciplinary and multi-organisational research teams outside of universities. Students will also be involved in areas of research utilisation and commercialisation
10. Additional professional development activities will be offered, such as courses in IP, entrepreneurship, research utilisation and project management
11. Student research projects must be in areas aligned with CRCSI current or future research & development programs and/or projects. Prospective applicants are required to contact the key researcher in their area of interest to discuss possible projects before applying. The current programs are described at the CRCSI website www.crcsi.com.au
12. Scholarship Applicants must also apply for admission and scholarship support from at least one of the CRC’s partner universities at the time of applying – or soon as practicable thereafter - for a CRCSI Scholarship. A copy of this application is to be provided to the CRCSI as a condition of ongoing funding.
13. The control of any intellectual property rights resulting from work undertaken by the scholarship holder shall be in accordance with the CRCSI contractual obligations. A CRCSI Student Agreement will be entered into with CRCSI covering the student’s involvement (further information from Graeme Kernich gkernich@crcsi.com.au ).
14. CRCSI scholars’ obligations:

· Enter an agreeement with the CRCSI governing the terms and conditions of the award
· Maintain enrolment through satisfactory progress with a university partner of the CRCSI during their candidature

· Comply with policies, procedures and codes of conduct of that university
· Follow a plan consistent with and contributing to the achievement of the objectives of the CRCSI
· Make available outcomes from the work to CRCSI staff and stakeholders
· Acknowledge the CRCSI support in publications and presentations

· Lodge a copy of the thesis and any publications with the CRCSI
· Participate in CRCSI professional development activities and review processes, and contribute to the CRCSI annual report as requested

Selection Process

Submissions are welcome at any time. A national call for proposals will sometimes be made around October. 
A response is generally available within 6 weeks of closing date.

Unsuccessful applicants are not precluded from applying at a later date.

Application forms mirror the typical university scholarship application. The current version follows.

Selection Criteria

· The academic record of the applicant, who should have completed a recognised honours degree or have a relevant first degree complemented with appropriate professional industry experience.

· The relevance of the proposed project area to CRCSI’s strategic objectives (in the case of Masters, this might be the relevance of the skills to be gained by the proponent)

· The level of support obtained from the CRCSI university and industry 

· The availability of an industry ‘co-supervisor,’ or mentor. In consultation with CRCSI personnel, students will have to nominate a ‘co-supervisor’ from outside the higher education system. Normally they would be from one of the CRCSI’s non-university partner agencies and organisations and will be actively involved in assisting with the studies during candidature.
